Heople. I wonder 1f it 1s because of his
awed, relatable humanity. Today's Gospel
takes place after Jesus appears to the disci-
ples and breathes the Holy Spirit upon
them. And yet, Peter finds himself returning
to his old way of life, to comfortable habits
he formed long before following Jesus. Is
something still %ingering m him? Is some-
thing still Iingering mm us? Lent 1s over, and
we should be rejoicing!

But do you feel like you're still holding
onto something? Or perhaps you had an
excellent Lent. Jonu encountered Jesus 1n a
new way and grew in faith. But as the weeks
since Easter have slipped by, some of your
newfound devotion has begun to waver.
The closeness you felt in your Lenten com-
mitments has given way to humdrum status
quo or turn-of-the-season  busyness.”

'Simon, son of John, do you love me?"
Peter has endured so much m his walk of
discipleship! But something 1s still weighing
on him. In today's Gospeﬁ Jesus confirms
Peter's devotion three times, a redemption
of his earlier threefold denmial. The call of
the Lord must come again, as if heard anew
for the first time. So often, this 1s the pattern
of the Christian life.

We discover God and experience a new
desire for our faith, but in time, our enthusi-
asm begins to wane. Perhaps something
happens that startles us, or we startle our-
selves by a Poor decision. Then we discover
God anew! Our joy returns...for a while.
Even the Apostles were no strangers to the
cyclical nature of spirtual growth. Our dis-
appointments or frustrations should not be
cause for giving up. Like Peter, we too can
recommit and start anew. This Sunday and
every day of our lives, Jesus 1s waiting to say
again, "Follow me."

Without realizing it, we often carry something around with us
everywhere we go. We bring it out in our conversations, and it
shows up in our attitudes. Whatever that thing is from the past
may never have really existed, yet its power lives inside us and
keeps us from moving forward. Listen to people talk throughout
the day, and take note of where their conversations are ground-
ed—in the future, in the present, or in the past. Where would

you guess most conversations draw from? The answer is the past.
Forget the former things; do not dwell on the past.
See, I am doing a new thing! Now it springs u}i); do you
not perceive it? I am making a way in the wilderness
and streams in the wasteland. — Isaiah 43:18-19

Some of us take our past — and, therefore, stress — with
us everywhere we go, towing it along behind us. Why do we do it?
It’s familiar to us. It’s that warm and fuzzy bag of stories we like to
take out and share with our family, friends, and coworkers. This
comfortable past is often our “best friend.” It’s who and what we
know best. It’s like a worn-out easy chair or an old pair of shoes that
fits us and feels just right. But God commands us, “Forget the former
things; do not dwell on the past.” (Isaiah 43:18), lest we miss the
new thing He is doing right in front of us!

When people talk about or think about their past, it seems to take
on the characteristics of a real-life being. The past cannot breathe,
talk, think, or do. However, it is immensely powerful and can take
over our future—if we let it. It’s like the sirens on the shore, luring
you toward the rocks over and over again. Focusing on the past will
certainly limit your choices for the future. For a lot of people, I know
the past holds a difficult childhood, an abusive marriage, or a finan-
cially draining job loss. Yet no matter how painful our past may
have been, for some strange reason we often choose not to let go. In
order to get on with our future and simplify our lives, we must
choose to make a clean break and leave the past behind.

There’s an engaging Peanuts cartoon where Lucy is apologiz-
ing to Charlie Brown for missing a fly ball during a baseball game.
She’s sorry she missed the fly ball and says it’s because she start-
ed remembering all the others she missed. “The past got in my
eyes,” she says. Many of us know people who are very reasonable—
they have very good reasons for why they can’t move forward in
life. Take for instance a person who has endured multiple bad rela-
tionships or marriages. He is certain that because of these relation-
ships, he’s stuck in the terrible spot he’s in today. Isn’t it difficult to
watch that person once again become attracted to the same type of

person with whom he just ended a contentious relationship?
