   Reflection for the nineteenth  
Sunday in ordinary time  

        A man at my parish was 

struggling to overcome a habitu-

al sin. He said to me, “Father, I 

know the chance that I will com-

mit sin again is really high. Why 

should I keep confessing my 

sins? Isn’t that dishonest?” Any-

one who has felt the tyrannical 

power of sin — and who hasn’t? 

— has pondered this kind of 

question.  

      I responded to him, “What 

was the probability Peter would 

walk on the stormy water?” Af-

ter some silence, he said, “Zero. 

But when Jesus called, he did 

it.” I could tell my penitent 

friend was re-framing the ques-

tion from his own weakness to 

the greatness of the Lord’s love 

for him. The question for us 

should not be one of human 

probabilities about our sin, but 

rather whether or not we will 

trust the Lord’s grace in our 

lives.  

      This week the Lord is calling 
you and me to do the impossi-
ble: overcome sin with love. The 
only way to do that is to trust he 
is calling, and then to walk with 
the eyes of faith locked on him. 
And if we sink, he will raise us 
up again and again. Of that, we 
can be 100% sure.

Jesus Walks on Water in Matthew 14 
Matthew’s account elaborates further on the situation from 

the other two. They all ate and were satisfied, and the disciples 
picked up twelve basketfuls of broken pieces that were left over. The 
number of those who ate was about five thousand men, besides 
women and children. Immediately he made the disciples get into the 
boat and go before him to the other side, while he dismissed the 
crowds. And after he had dismissed the crowds, he went up on the 
mountain by himself to pray.  

When evening came, he was there alone, but the boat by this 
time was a long way from the land, beaten by the waves, for the 
wind was against them. And in the fourth watch of the night he 
came to them, walking on the sea. But when the disciples saw him 
walking on the sea, they were terrified, and said, “It is a ghost!” and 
they cried out in fear. But immediately Jesus spoke to them, say-
ing, “Take heart; it is I. Do not be afraid.” 

And Peter answered him, “Lord, if it is you, command me to 
come to you on the water.” He said, “Come.”So Peter got out of the 
boat and walked on the water and came to Jesus. But when he saw 
the wind, he was afraid, and beginning to sink he cried out, “Lord, 
save me.”  Jesus immediately reached out his hand and took hold of 
him, saying to him, “O you of little faith, why did you doubt?” And 
when they got into the boat, the wind ceased. And those in the boat 
worshiped him, saying, “Truly you are the Son of God” (Matthew 
14:20-33).  

Like Mark, Matthew records Jesus giving instructions and the 
situation as if reporting it for the news. However, Matthew is the on-
ly one who records Peter’s response to the situation, and their subse-
quent declaration of the deity of Jesus. Matthew’s account can en-
courage us that no matter how we start, we can finish well with Je-
sus. When Jesus got in the boat the wind ceased. But first Peter 
walked on the water at the command of Jesus, demonstrating his 
power as the Word of God. This is seen again when Jesus calmed the 
storm another time with just his word. 
 
Meaning of Jesus Walking on Water 
The miraculous feat of Jesus walking on the water, written in three of 
the Gospels, came right after His wondrous feeding of the 5,000 with 
only five loaves of bread and two fish (Matthew 14:17). But it was 
the revelation of Jesus walking on the water that, more than any oth-
er, convinced Jesus’ disciples that He was surely the Son of God. Jesus 
demonstrated Himself to be in command of the natural elements, 
something only God can do. He showed this truth to the disciples 
who witnessed His divinity and responded with a confession of faith 
in Jesus as God: "And when they got into the boat, the wind ceased. 
And those in the boat worshiped him, saying, "Truly you are the Son 
of God." (Matthew 14:32–33). No matter where you are in your 
walk with Jesus, keep your eyes and ears on him and you’ll be ok. Let 
us look only to Jesus, the One who began our faith and who makes it 
perfect (Hebrews 12:2).
